VanKeuren Square is a one-building 50-unit new construction for homeless veterans in Syracuse 

that incorporates supportive services on site. The public has responded with open arms for this 

important project. In addition to serving a population of heroes, it removes an abandoned building 

that was an eyesore to the community and is being built to LEED Platinum standards. 

Additional projects are being developed. Funding awards in 2013 have added two more cities to 

our neighborhood portfolio and are crossing us over the 1,000 unit mark. Other funding  

applications hope to move us into Pennsylvania.  

Our work has led us into expanding our services into the energy sector. Energy efficiency is not 

stopping with the installation of certain products. The quality control aspect of this service occurs 

holistically during construction and at the commissioning of the buildings. 

Our Visions For Change program continues to improve in an effort to reduce the large poverty 

rate in Onondaga County, especially in the City of Syracuse. There has been great participation 

from the communityôs involvement on the Guiding Coalition. Our curriculum along with the  

employer connections and support established are allowing  

individuals to advance their lives for the long term. 

These achievements are a direct result of our commitment to  

sustainable neighborhood revitalization and the core values by 

which we conduct business. Quality, Responsibility, Integrity and 

Compassion. 

We have taken risks and have learned many things. I look forward 

to continuing to do the same in 2014 and witnessing more  

transformations that will drive us even further.

In the late 1980's, the Greater 
East Genesee Street   
Neighborhood in  Syracuse, 
New York began showing signs 
of neglect and distress. Many of 
its inhabitants were living in sub-
standard  conditions. Many 
apartments had unsafe wiring, 
broken plumbing, leaky roofs, 
and peeling, lead-based paint. 
Along with the obvious physical 
deterioration, the  area was  
suffering from significant  
 increases in crime. People 
avoided the neighborhood by 
taking other streets.  

Now that has all changed.   
Housing Visions has helped in 
the revitalization of this  
neighborhood, restoring its  
physical character, transforming 
lives, and  sustaining the  
success here, and is doing the 
same now in several other 
neighborhoods like it across 
New York State.
